something, I do not kmow what
it was, but I went in aa fast as
I eould, and shot the door imme-
diately; went up, looked ont of
the window, and eaw people fly-
ing here and thers Yike pigeons,
and the soldiers running about
like tnad men in g fury, till they
got to the hottom of the sireet.
Jobn Appleton. Am a eon
of Nathaniel Appleton; about
nine o’clock was sent on an er-
rand into King streets heard &
noise and ran out of the shop
where I eould seo what was the
matter; saw some talking to
the geniry; thought they were
going to quarrel, and came
sway; coming to Jenking' alley,
my brother with me, there came
out about twenty soldiers with
cutlasses in their hands; my
brother fell and they ran past
him, and were going to kll me;
I said, “goldiers, spare my life”;
ove of them said, “no, damn ¥
we will kill you all;” he B
his entlass and struck at my
head, but I dodged and got the
blow on my shonlder; believe

the cutlass was not drawn, for it
rattled on my shonlder as if it
had been sheathed.

Thomas Marshall. Am a tailor;
Lived in the next house to the
custom honse; was at Colonel
Jasknon's a few minntes aftar
nine on the fifth of March; when
I eame out into Doek zquars, all
was quiet; saw 1o persons in the
whole square; eame up Royal
Exchange lane; saw nobody
there; zaw the seniry at the
head of it in peace and quiet-
ness; nobody troubling; never
saw 11Kfing- street more qulilet in
my life; went ianto ouse,
a:ii in haelf a minute tll:gard the
ery of murder once or twiee; I
opened the front door; bat saw
nobody; heard a noiss, which
saemeg to come from Rowe’s
barrackn; stopped a little space,
and the firat f’:aw anter King
sireet was a party from the main
guard, ten or twelve of whom
came roshing ont violenily, their
wms  glittering by the moon-
light, and erying out, “Damn
them, where are they; Jeosus
let them come”; some of them
torned into Pudding lane, and
some went by the town-house
steps; I went in and told my
family to keep themselves easy,
for thero was np disturbance
near the house; I went to the
door again, and saw a iarty
about the head of Quaker lanej
they used much the sams expres-
sions as the aforeaaid party, and -
eried fire; they passed over the
way; 1 am not poeitiva now;
there were a few boys round the
seniry; I went and seid, “Bo;
you have no business with i
sentry, go off?; and they went
away; have often scen boys with
the sentry, and often heard
words; the bells were then ring-
