BRIBERY CHARGES FALSE
DECLARES COL. FELDER;
CALLS THEM “FRAME-UP”

Affidavits and Alleged Dictagraph Record Are
Made Public, Accusing Prominent Lawyer
of Offering Bribe of $1,000 to Secretary Feb-
uary, of Police Department, to Secure Affi-
davit Made for Police by J. W. Coleman,
Stepfather of Mary Phagan, in Regard to
Felder’s Connection With Case.

ALLEGATIONS ARE MADE
TO FORESTALL A PROBE
OF POLICE, SAYS FELDER

Tlouht
still prevails in America ag tn the dbility
of the island ever to govern irscif. Meno-
cal's admiunisiration sihould angwer the
guestion one way or.the other.

_ In the spring of 1884 a pamphlet wes
. published bemring the title of “"Our Burden
and Our Strength.” The puhlication becarne
really & national sensation. Hundreds of
thousands of coples were printed, and over
200,000 were sent to Great Britain and the
cantinent of Europe. 1ln this country men
wha thought themszelves well tnfarmerd about
our netural resturces discovered afier read-
ing this pamphlet that tney really knew
lttle about the magnnu&e and the almost
inexhaustible nature of the resources of the
northern and the western states and terci-
torles. Tha effect of this pamphlet upon
Eureps was fmmegi-
ately feit by fthe rep-
resentatives of the gov-
eFrnment who had been
commissioned to inffer
government bhonds for
Eale abroad. Further-'
mgre. one effect aof the
pamphlot waa greatly
te dapreciate the credit
¢f the honds which
were offered for sale ln
Purope by the Confod-
erate government.

‘The auiher of thls
pamphlet was David
A Wella. 1ts publica-
tlon gave him both a
ngtional and an inter-
national reputation. He

became ‘erne of the leading economic authori-
tles of the United States and was for a time
associated officially with the treasury de-

partment at Washington. Afterward Mr
Walls was called inte consultztion profes-
slonally by many of the lmpartant corpsrate
and railroad Interests of tha United States.

It wag my good fortune to become ac-
Guainted with Mr, Wells in 15372. T had many
conversations wilth him. Sometimes he Seem-
ed absept-minded and T scon learned that
thls betokened Intense cancentrailon of hls
mind an some tmportant matter. At other
timies he was very communicstive. I took
advantage of a time when Mr. Wells seemed
disposed to chai freeiy to ask Wlm how he
cimo to write the pamphlet entitled “Our
Burden end Our SAtrength.”

“Why," he replied, *that was almost ao-
cidental The writing of it can be directly
traced toe my bhusinréss assockation with Mr,
George Putnam, the publisher, of New Yark

clty., When T was a young mon I was for a
time in business relatlons with Mr. Put-
nam. He was a very broead-minded and

grgaclous man.

“Br, Putnam was Infermed that a repre-
sentatlve of the Confederate government
wno wes lving * Helland had written a
patnphklet for the purpose of showing that
the Canfederate cotton bonds wers as good
as gold, sinece hehind every bond wae the
equivalant amount of cottan. The pamphlet,
by implication, intlmated Lhat in this re-
spect the Confederata governmenl wus very
much stroehger than the faderal gov«-:rﬁment.

"“Mr. Putnam was greatly concerned when
he read this pamphlet. Almost instanily his
mind turned to me. He Know that I had
made a special study of economlc questiona
and of some of the natural resources of the
aorthern and westarn states and territories.
He remembered that I hed told him that the
natural resourdes of the north were suffieiant
to suppnert an army of a million men for ten
years and wlthout greatly stralnlng the
credit of tha nation anid these resources.

“¥Mr. Putnam, therefore, suggoested to me
that I write a pamphlet setting ferth kn de-
tall what the natural and many of the un-
developed resources of the north ware, =o
that n this way 1 could show that the gov-
ernment of the Unlted States could rely with
confidenca upon Its unexampled redogrces
for the maintepance of an army of at least
a milifon men a ¥ear.

“1 acted at once upon the suggestion. The
work did not regulire 2 mreat deal of labor
I had most of the material ready al hand.

“I nave been i0ld that when Disraelf,

WAS PISA’S TOWER
BUILT TO LEAN?

"

QOne of tha most curious structures in
the world is the Leanlng Tower of Tisa.
No one has ever been able to ascertaln
whether the Tower was bullt in 1ts Dres-
ent #nclined position, or whether It has
been toppling gradaaliy during the cenbu-
res since it was constructed, An investi-
getion that wasy sztarted ahortly after the
fall of the famous Campanlle of Venlee in
1908 has ravealed several Interesting facis
regarding thim structute, But sven the men
whe performed the task were not sble to
fatham the mysatery of the great ineline of
this Tower.

For many years It was supposed that
the Tower wus founded upon a massive and
spacious base, but instead these investiga-
tors found that the real feundation sSImply
conalsts of B ring of masonry exactly cor-
reaponding in gtrth to the huge cylindrical
mas3 It bears. In fact, the diameter of the
fnnar ring of reundatlon s precisely that
of the space inside the Tower.

This discovery, with the further azton-
ishing fact that the foundations zre merely
three meters beneath the surface. would ap-
pear to constiturie almest Incentrovertible
proaof that the T.eanlng Tower of FPisa was
originally bullt perpendteularly, and that
fts leaning propensitles, which are becom-
Ing more and maore accentuated, are due
to other cauwses than the intention of Its
conatructors.

Its lean has been gradual. though
ed, wifhin the padt hwendred years.
English archkitects who examined the Tower
in 1%17 noted that It was 12 fect 7 inches
aut of the wvertical line, but since 1hat time
it haa inereased more than cene foet. be-
ing at present 18 feat and § loches (rom

mark-

the porpendictlar. Including the Edrnics, It
s 218 feet off the perpendicular.

Another English writer, who visited the
' Tower about the middle of the last century.
wrote as follows: *I am as much aatisfied
that thiss Tower was built in i{ts present
form as with any arguments I have tead to
the contrary.”

He then .refers to the statement of
Messrs. Cregzsy and Taylor, which was pub-
lished In 1829%: *“They have shawn, to thelr
nnds, ln a very satlsfaciary way, no doubt,
that the Tower of Plsa was not built in
a leaning poeltlon, as the scalfold holer in-
cline just as the Tower does, and alio thot
the settlement must have begun e show
itself before the completlon, from the ‘at-
tempts that were made (a0 rectify It hy
increasing the height of the columnbs and
cornises on the lower side in order to throw
the upper part of the huilding In the oppn-
site direction. 1 observe the same artifice
in the tower at Beologna™

The base of the tnwer has always boen
immersed in water, which iX one reason for
its unsteadiness, and {t has, no doaaobt. been
affectad at varlous times by selsmlec move-
ments. It is stated that Galileo. who swung
his pendulum from the overhanging south
corhice |n 1815, in his experiments te con-
firm the laws of gravitation, found nine
years laler that his pendulum reached fur-
ther from the bhase by several fnches, bhut
in the meantime there had occurred the
earthquake of 1620, It is also stated that
after the ecarthquakes of 1834 amd 1¥59 the
tower showed a very percentlble increased
inclination. .

When the Tower of Pisa wasg begun In
1174, one historian tells us. after the plans
of the architects, Eonpanus, of Plsa. and
Willlam, of Tnnshruck, the struacture was
intended to stand arect. The third story,
howaver, had acarcely heen reachad when
It was found te Incline towarda the south.
Work was stopped and for nearly a century
it remalped as It was. The five additional
staries, eompleted in 1354, show a slight Lln-~
elinatian of structure in the northerly diree-
tion, and this, added (o the fact that the
twn heaviest bells of the seven In the tower
are hung In the northern side, shows the
attempts that were made In tho fourteenth
centiry to malntaln the eqpilibrium of the
tower, IF not its permanent stability. These
bells welxh 12,008 pounds, and are named
the Assumption and the Crueifled Christ.

There ara good arguments that would
appear to sustain both sides In thly con-
troversy, and the only fact upon which re-
cent Investigators have based thalr belief
i8 that the tawer wae bullt crooked umin-
temtionally, as its meager f~undation would
prove. A learned Frenchman of the =aix-
teenth century suggested, and apparently
with serloumness, that the architect was a
hunchback and made the tower crogked to
resemble himself.
