SHIBEE PARK, PHILADELPHIA, Oct. 8—'Bix B8ix"
Mathewson beat the Athleties this afternoon 3 to 0 in the grandest
pitching achievement in all his great career, evened up the series,
and wrote in his splendid record the finest single feat credited to
any pitcher in the annals of baseball.

Eddie Plank—grand old Eddie!—pitched for the Athletics,
and his work was marvelous. The game was the most wonderful
pitching duel ever staged in a world's series, going nine full in-
nings before the break came.

It locked in the ninth as if Matty had cracked first. But the
terrible crisis of the game struck from Matty's soul of steel only
the sparks of the most brilliant feat ever performed by a world's
series pitcher.

Strunk, the fleet outfielder, opened the ninth for Philadelphia
with a single to center. Barry beat out a bunt and the runners
advanced to second and third when Matty, making a desperate
fielding play, threw past Wiltse, who was subbing for Merkle at
first. :
